In the Careers Service, we have information on many different employers.  It's not always easy to find what you're looking for, so to get you started here is a brief explanation of what is available. The best advice is to keep calling into the Careers Service throughout the academic year so you can collect material of interest.
General Employer Directories: There are two general employer directories which are available for you to take away. These usually arrive in September/October and when they are gone they are gone!
· Prospects Directory 2009/10: contains an A-Z of graduate jobs and training. Use the directory to find out more about employers, their entry requirements, their addresses and their recruitment needs.
