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Finding out about Jobs

As a student, you can apply to nearly 40% of all the jobs that are advertised each year, regardless of your degree subject.  This means, of course, that there are hundreds of different types of jobs and careers available.  In the Careers Service you will find the following resources to help you to decide which jobs are most interesting and best suited to your skills:

· Prospects Planner: An easy to use interactive computer system designed to help you explore key aspects of career planning in a systematic way available through www.prospects.ac.uk Available under jobs and work and then what jobs would suit me. The occupations on its database are aimed mostly at graduates. 
· Job Sectors:  This information on www.prospects.ac.uk gives an overview of a particular sector e.g. Advertising and PR, Information Technology, Retail, Financial Services etc.  Each sector insight provides an indication of future trends and an outline of the potential graduate roles and employment opportunities.

· Occupational Profiles:  There are nearly 400 of these job profiles covering the majority of graduate careers.  Copies of these can be downloaded from the ‘jobs and work then explore types of jobs’ section of www.prospects.ac.uk.  They contain information on the job description and activities, work conditions, entry requirements, career development, employers and vacancies, related jobs, case studies and hot links to a variety of further information sources.  Highly recommended reading material when researching your ideal career.

· Occupational Information:  If you want to find out more about an occupation the careers library is a good place to start.  It is divided into clusters of similar occupations (i.e. all the financial careers are in one section) so that you can explore a wider range of possibilities.

· Need Help to find something?  If you can't find what you are looking for, ask a member of staff.  Even if we don't have the information you want, we usually know where you can go to get it.

· Careers Advice:  There may be a careers adviser available for quick queries, so if you want to check out a particular occupation, ask at the help desk to see if an adviser is available.
