Role and Responsibility of Elections Committee 

(Extracted from Students’ Union Constitution)
a. The Elections Committee shall be responsible for the arrangement of all elections and referendums;
b. ensure that all elections and referendums are fairly and properly conducted within the framework of the Union Constitution and these Election Regulations, and that the elections are open to all Ordinary Members who are entitled to vote in the election or referendum;
c. through the Returning Officer shall have the responsibility of the monitoring of those Ordinary Members who are eligible to nominate, stand, and vote in the Elections;
d. approve the timetable for the election, giving consideration to maximising the opportunity that members have to cast there vote;
e. consider any reports of election malpractice made by the returning officer or in writing to the Committee;
f. ensure that the use of materials and resources by candidates is effectively and fairly monitored;
g. consider all appeals on elections or referendums;
h. report to the Board of Trustees and the Board of Governors on elections;
i. meet as and when necessary, and at the request of the Board of Trustees or the Returning Officer; and
j. all minutes of the Elections Committee shall be made available to the Board of Trustees and the Clark to the Board of Governors.
k. The elections committee will consist of;

i. The Returning Officer appointed by the board of trustees;

ii. The Deputy Returning Officer appointed by the board of trustees;

iii. One external member of the Board of Trustees, Appointed by the board of trustees;

iv. One Representative of the Board of Governors, Appointed by the board of Governors;

v. Two Students who show no bias towards any candidates, any are appointed by the elections committee;
l. The Elections Committee will receive a budget of £1,500 to finance the advertisement and promotion of the elections. The use of this money is at the Elections Committees discretion.
